The Foundation Scholarship committee will notify students who have been selected to receive scholarships by Monday,  April 2nd.  The awards  will be presented at our annual Foundation  Gala to be held at the Braeburn Country  Club on Saturday,  April 28, 2012.   Each scholarship  winner and one parent will be our guest at the Gala.  Costs for other family members and/or friends will be $60 per person.   Reservations are required.
